For a sixteen-day period beginning
Monday, November 25, an old gymnasium
converted to wreath production facility will
become the center of activity for the
disadvantaged teens of Boys Republic.
Already, boxes of seedpod clusters and
pinecones are piled ceiling-high and
wreath assembly booths jam-packed into
the old building as tight as sardines in
a can. A deluge of early wreath
orders all but guarantees a busy
production schedule. It’s Della
Robbia time.

And this year, noted singer,
actress, and dancer Neile Adams
has added her voice to the chorus
of Boys Republic supporters, staff
and students urging customers to
make advance orders for the
internationally-famous wreaths. As
Honorary National Chair of the
2002 Della Robbia Campaign, Ms.
Adams joins a long line of
prominent citizens from the field
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Actor, singer and dancer
Neile Adams recently led Boys
and Girls Republic teens
through a hip and highly-spirited
session of expressive dance at
the agency’s main campus.
Inspired teens rose to Adams’
vibrant level of enthusiasm.

The traditional holiday
decorations — which feature clusters of pine cones,
seed pods, cedar sprigs, fresh apples and lemons
and other natural materials encircling a base of
fresh California evergreen boughs — are
handmade, one-at-a-time as a work experience
project for troubled teens. The project provides
them an opportunity to learn important work-related
habits while helping to earn part of their own way.

Anatomy of a Della Robbia
LIQUIDAMBAR
A member of the witch hazel family,
liquidambar trees grow in great profusion
throughout Southern California. These spiny
seed casings are gathered early in the year.

COTTON BURR
These delicate star-shaped pods are gleaned
from the fields of the San Joaquin Valley after
the cotton crop has been picked.

PINE CONES
Cones from a variety of pine and fir trees are
used in every wreath, some gathered at
altitudes of up to 10,000 feet in the Sierra
Nevada Mountains.

PLUMOSUM
Named for their feather-like plumes, these
novel cones are native to Israel and South
Africa.

EVERGREEN BOUGHS
Supple noble fir or redwood evergreens are
harvested fresh in the forests of Oregon. 
No trees are harmed in the pruning 
process.

WINESAP APPLES & FRESH LEMONS
Hand-rubbed in alcohol and then lacquered
to keep them colorful and plump.

LOTUS POD
This distinctive water lily seed
casing with many of the seeds still
intact is gathered in the fall from
local lakes and ponds.

TEASEL
An Old World herb once used in
mills to “tease” up the nap of
woolen cloth, this prickly flower
head is harvested in the San
Francisco Bay area.

When the first Della Robbia Christmas wreath of
2002 travels by conveyor from the hand-assembly area
to the shipping dock in the Boys Republic wreath barn
late this November, it will signal the beginning of the
80th season of one of the oldest and largest self-help
enterprises undertaken by any child-care program in the
nation.  It is an enterprise as rich in history and tradition
as it is essential to the school’s work with hundreds of
troubled teens every year.

As they have every year since 1923, the students of
Boys Republic will greet the holidays with the crackle
of dried pine cones and seed pods, the scent of fresh
California evergreen foliage and the sight of piles of
greenery, boxes of fresh apples and lemons and stacks
of shipping cartons.

Because of the fresh materials they contain, the

final hand-assembly, packaging and shipment of
the finished wreaths is limited to a period of
only a few weeks at the start of the holiday sea-
son. Yet each Della Robbia wreath represents a
full year of effort by Boys Republic and Girls
Republic students and the professional wreath
staff that works with them.

Beginning each January, weekend work par-
ties of boys and staff go into selected fields,

forests and orchards to collect numerous
varieties of seed pods, nuts, cones and
other natural, dried materials.  Then
during the week, each sackful is sort-
ed, cleaned, drilled and wired.  The
cones and pods are then wired
together into decorative arrays and

then stored in boxes and bins in
an old gym-

nasi-

um transformed into a wreath barn on the
agency’s Chino Hills campus.

Over a 16-day period beginning
Thanksgiving week, the 168 boys in residence at
the main Chino Hills campus will be joined by
both male and female students from a number of
the agency’s other facilities plus crews of adult
helpers recruited from neighboring communities
to hand-make thousands of natural holiday
wreaths. The wreaths will be shipped to
purchasers in all 50 states and a dozen foreign
countries.

Della Robbias come in two sizes.  A 20-
inch diameter wreath sells for $39.95 complete
with shipping and handling.  A 30-inch diame-
ter wreath is priced at $59.95, shipping and
handling included.  Prices include delivery to
any address in the continental U.S. Wreaths
may be bought by check, money order,
Master Card, Visa, American Express or
Discover Card.

while they accumulate the financial resources to
establish themselves on their own.

Transitional Housing Complex
To be constructed on the periphery of the

agency’s 200-acre campus, in Chino Hills, the
complex will include four duplex-style student
residences - enough to accommodate fourteen
students - and a community building. Each
apartment will consist of two small bedrooms with
private study areas, a kitchenette and dining area, a
living room, and a covered porch. The community
building will provide a meeting place for group
events, a laundry, storage, a kitchen and two
counseling offices.

Campaign Poised 
for Success

The price tag —
including architectural
design, grading,
construction, landscaping
and building furnishings
— is an economical $1.8
million, a good
investment considering
California construction
costs.

Apparently, Boys
Republic supporters
agree. Now, mid-way
through the two-year
campaign, generous
contributors have helped
the agency raise more

than $740,000, toward a fund-raising goal of $1.1
million. Combined with $700,000 of agency
reserves available for the project, the campaign is
clearly within striking distance of a fully-funded
project.
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t Boys Republic, success is earned. From
work experience to academic and athletic
participation, students learn that successful lives
are built on self-reliance.

This simple principle is nowhere more evident
than in the lives of Boys Republic’s homeless
graduates. Their transition to adulthood is
particularly at-risk for problems because they are

entirely reliant on their own scant resources.
In an effort to appropriately prepare homeless

students for life on their own, Boys Republic
initiated a two-year campaign to fund the
construction of transitional housing. The program
would provide young graduates with an experience
in maintaining an apartment and employment,

Donor Hopes to Preserve 
Boys Republic Funds

Transitional Apartments
Campaign Draws Enthusiastic
Response from BR Supporters

Ms. Marie Eckstrom, a long-
time supporter of Boys Republic’s
capital projects and endowment
goals, made the largest single gift
toward the Transitional
Apartments campaign, to date.
With an unexpectedly large
contribution of $182,636, she
expressed the hope that her gift
would attract other private
support, while decreasing the
need for Boys Republic to apply
reserves toward the project.
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Over the past year and one-half, main campus
wood shop students have benefited from a
diversified curriculum. Enrolled students are able
to take a special course in cabinetmaking, while
producing a piece of furniture valuable to every
student on campus: individual wall lockers.

Each student living in the campus dormitories
stores his personal belongings in a tall, freestanding
wooden locker. The commercially obtained lockers
are expensive. They receive vigorous use, at the
hands of energetic teenagers, and periodically must
be replaced.

The brain-child of woodshop instructors John
Southwick and Carl Okuno, the course teaches
young woodworkers many of the fundamentals of
cabinetmaking, including: layout and measurement,
cutting and preparation of stock, joinery, assembly
and finishing.

John Southwick points out that the course
produces an object of value, “For years, I had been

telling Max [Executive Director, Max Scott] that
with a small investment we could build attractive,
durable wall lockers at a price significantly below
what we must pay for commercial units. Max
finally said, ‘I’ll put our money where your mouth
is, John. Go for it.’”

“As a collaborative effort between the students
and us, we experimented around with different
designs and processes. Carl [Okuno] had the idea
that we could better perpetuate the program, as
well as add quality control, by having the students
work in teams of two or three.”

The results have been promising. To date, the
young cabinetmakers have produced 29 sturdy wall
lockers and have another 100 to build. Obtained
from a commercial cabinet shop, the current cost to
replace a single locker is approximately $600. Boys
Republic students produce a better product for only
$250. At $350 savings per locker, the school saves
more than $45,000.

Businessman and community leader Arden
Miller has been elected to Boys Republic’s Board of
Directors. As an alumnus of Boys Republic and a
founding member of the youth agency’s alumni
association, Mr. Miller brings first-hand experience
to his volunteer assignment as a Board member.

Spending a good part of his teenage years
(1947-49) at Boys Republic, young Miller found
athletics, student government and the
entrepreneurial spirit with Boys Republic students
approach work and problems to his liking. He rose
in student government to campus Mayor.

After four years in the Marines, Mr. Miller
began his career with business college and work as
an insurance broker in San Diego, an endeavor he
continues to this day. With a talent for flexibility
and innovation, Arden owned businesses, including
a 7-11 Store franchise and a family restaurant in
